Click It or Ticket 2009 — Getting Teens to Buckle Up Saves Lives

From May 18 to May 31, 2009, local police will join with law enforcement officers nationwide to take part in the annual Click It or Ticket seat belt enforcement mobilization. Police in every State, including ours, will be conducting stepped up enforcement of seat belt laws. 

However, the goal of the Click It or Ticket mobilization is not to write more tickets but to get everyone buckled up — especially teen drivers and their passengers — and to save lives. 
Tragically, teens are among those drivers and passengers least likely to buckle up. And motor vehicle crashes are the #1 killer of teens today. But wearing a seat belt every trip, every time is the single most effective step you and your teen can take to protect yourselves in a motor vehicle crash. 

As Click It or Ticket approaches, you have a great opportunity to talk with your teen about how important it is to buckle up — and why. For example, wearing seat belts: 

· Reduces the risk of fatal injury to front-seat passenger car occupants by 45 percent — and by 60 percent in pickup trucks, SUVs, and minivans;
· Increases the odds of survival in a rollover crash in a light truck by nearly 80 percent; 

· Saves lives — 15,147 in 2007 alone, and during the five-year period from 2003 through 2007, seat belts saved a total of 76,936 lives. 

By modeling safe driving behavior and always buckling up — and insisting your teen driver and passengers do the same — you can have a positive influence and help protect your teen and others from the risk of dying in a motor vehicle crash.
