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A Safe Ride Home

[Law Enforcement Agency] and [Organization] Combine Forces to Prevent Impaired Driving
[Date] -  [County/State] With the impending [Holiday/weekend] parties and social gatherings approaching, plan ahead and think before you drink by designating a sober driver or calling your local Sober Rides program to get you and your friends’ around town and home safely. [Law Enforcement Agency/Organization/Taxi or Shuttle Service] have combined forces to educate drivers and prevent impaired driving in the local community by hosting a safe rides program and increasing law enforcement efforts.  The safe rides program provides sober rides home to people who have consumed alcohol and are too impaired to drive.  Those who choose to drink and drive could ride home instead with a friendly law enforcement officer who will be assigned to sobriety checkpoints.
“The sober rides program helps to combat injury and death associated with drunk driving,” [Law Enforcement Official] said.  “The program is a tool to help educate the community and promote responsible decisions to not drive while under the influence”

Impaired driving is one of America’s most often committed and deadliest crimes.  According to the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA), in 2005, 16,885 people died in alcohol-related highway crashes, of which nearly 13,000 people died in traffic crashes involving a driver or a motorcycle operator with an illegal blood alcohol concentration (BAC) of 0.08 or above – the legal limit throughout the U.S.  Overall, 39 percent of all traffic deaths last year involved alcohol.
