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Overview of NSDUH

Conducted Since 1971; annually since 1990

Prior to 2002, called the National Household
Survey on Drug Abuse

Representative nationally and (since 1999) in
each State

Civilian, noninstitutionalized population, age 12+

2002, 2003 and 2004 data comparable; not
comparable with data prior to 2002




NSDUH Sample Design

Stage 1: 7,200 area segments

- 50% overlap in consecutive yrs

Stage 2: 180,000 addresses screened

Stage 3: 67,500 completed interviews
- 3,600 In each large state (8)
- 900 in each small state (43)




NSDUH Data Collection

Quarterly samples of dwelling units
- 12 month field period

Household screener (5min.)

Select 0, 1, or 2 HH members
Oversample ages 12 - 25

Face-to-face interview, CAl  (1hr.)
Part self-administered, ACASI

$30 incentive payment (beginning 2002)

OR
During the past 12 months, have you driven a vehicle while you were
under the influence of illegal drugs only?
