Payments to the subgrantees that provide both occupant protection and impaired driving support will be funded by approximately 2
alcohol and %2 occupant protection. We will maintain the 60/40 funding threshold as agreed to by NHTSA. Speed is considered a trigger
violation for the detection of impaired driving and enforcement of Montana’s secondary seatbelt law that can be funded by either alcohol or
occupant protection grants. 2 CFR 225 Attachment A paragraph C (2) Reasonable Costs allows for this type of funding. This portion of
the CFR states that “a cost is reasonable if, in its nature and amount, it does not exceed that which would be incurred by a prudent
person under circumstances prevailing at the time the decision was made to incur the cost. The question of reasonableness is
particularly important when governmental units or components are predominately federally funded.”
